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WASHINGTON (AP) -- A new city-funded program is aiming to cover up graffiti with the work of creative Washington teenagers.
The city has launched its $100,000 MuralsDC project following a yearlong pilot program. Six teenagers painted the first designs Saturday for a new mural at Georgia Avenue and Fairmont Street in northwest D.C.
In the coming year, the city plans to commission 12 murals around the city to cover graffiti. The D.C. Commission on the Arts and Humanities has approved designs for six locations.
D.C. Department of Public Works Director William O. Howland Jr. says the program is a good outlet for those interested in art.
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
