I first learned about graffiti in Brooklyn, Williamsburg to be exact. My neighborhood was bombed with such names as OE3, ATOM, HEC398, ICE, IME3, REL, CW crew, Unknown Bikers, Arabian Knights and more.  The J and M trains ran above ground in the neighborhood and throw ups ruled those lines. I remember BSK crew the most.

When I was old enough to ride the trains by myself I got to see the famous names that were in Subway Art. Seen, PJ, Dondi, Duro, and many others. I rode all the lines just to see what was going on in the city. High school is when I first met writers that I could talk to. TRUE 7DS, ZENO, IRE, LG BTR, and others shared their lay-up stories with me and I was hooked. I wanted to be down.

I started writing like any other toy, in my neighborhood. With stolen paint from Woolworth I learned how to tag my name with a little style. My best friend, Genesis (R.I.P), learned with me. That was 1985. 

By 1986 I was motioning insides like any good toy. There was no room anymore. The kings of the time didn't leave space for new jacks like me.  ROACH and BET ruled the letter lines. RD had the 6 insides. NET and BONES were kings too. I only looked at insides as something I could do. Outsides was another world. WEB was the man on my line as was a new crew called AOK that had nice panels and whole cars.

It didn't take long for me to hook up with these new guys. I was around and VEN from AOK got transfered to my school. We became good friends. He officially got me hooked.

By 1987 I hung out with the big guys, GHOST, REAS, SENT, CAVS, and VEN were my main unit. In 1988 I did my first piece on the M train. I have never stopped going back since then.

My partners over the years have been ZENO, GHOST, VEN, DUEL, and the rest of the RIS, AOK, XTC, WKS, COD crew. We bombed like there was no tomorrow and crushed lay-ups everywhere. When the trains were all cleaned in 1989 we took it personal and when everyone quit we painted on.

In the 90s we battled the trains and had clean trains running in service all the time. We were the only ones. When we travelled to other cities we took that philosophy with us. You might have seen us up in your town. I have been lucky enough to paint in some cool places like Amsterdam, Munich, and Stockholm among others. 

My crew still paints. We're older of course but still have original style.
